We
will begin to work with larger numbers and become familiar with the
counting pattern beyond twenty. We will explore the composition of odd
and even numbers and link even numbers to doubles.

Year One

We will explore addition and subtraction using practical resources,
images and fact families. We will discover that addition is commutative;
that is it can be done in any order. We will explain the difference
between consecutive numbers and consecutive odd and even numbers.
We will explore what happens when two is added to or subtracted from
odd and even numbers. Finally we will move onto doubles and halves
and use our knowledge of doubles to calculate near doubles.
